ALL STUDENTS STAYING FOR THE DAY WILL REQUIRE LUNCH/SNACKS AND PLENTY OF WATER – PLEASE BE AWARE THAT WE DO NOT HAVE REFRIGERATION FACILITIES. NO NUTS WHATSOEVER.
